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two to three inches of mulch over the root area.
« Start seeds indoors now for planting in late winter and early spring. Broccoli, cabbage, cauliflower,
collards, kale, lettuce, parsley, petunias and begonias are excellent plants to grow indoors from seed.
Tomato, pepper and eggplant seeds should be started in late January for transplanting in March.

« January is the month to prune fruit trees. Annual pruning keeps the harvest plentiful, thins crowded
branches and allows light to penetrate which helps to develop fruit. This is also  good time to prune
shade trees to correct problems. Cleaning out dead wood and removing lower limbs willallow more
light to reach the ground.
 Regularly fertiize pansies to keep them actively growing and looking vibrant.
