   Christian Church on Byhalia Road is also an
   all-volunteer vegetables and flower garden led 
   by Memphis Area Master Gardeners.  The 
   garden produces vegetables for charity, grows 
   flowers as companion plants, prepares plants
   for Habitat for Humanity, and teaches 
   ecological gardening practices.
